All NCEA students should have their external examination papers returned to them by now. Please do not accept
that the marking of those papers is 100% accurate. Human error can always take part when so many papers are
being marked and handled. If you feel there is a case for a review or reconsideration of one or more papers,
approach the subject teacher here at school first to ensure they agree. You can then send that paper to NZQA for
review or reconsideration. For a reconsideration, they require a fee $20.40 for each standard. That is because
the papers is completely remarked. However, if the grade is changed the money will be refunded.

There is no charge for a review. For the review, they will only check that the marking process has been followed
correctly.

The deadline for re considerations is 19th of February .

If you are planning to apply for a review or reconsideration DO NOT put any marks on the papers, otherwise they
will not be considered.
